As we gather for Eucharist this weekend, our nation continues the celebration of its Independence. On the Fourth
of July we commemorated those events whereby thirteen English colonies became the United States of America.
Since 1886 the Statue of Liberty has stood on Liberty Island in New York Harbor as a symbol of the ideals of our
country. The “lady”—whom many immigrant Italians thought was the Blessed Mother—holds a loft a lamp as if
to beacon people to her shores. On a tablet within the pedestal upon which the statue stands is the famous poem
by Emma Lazarus which reads in part: “Give me your tired, your poor, your huddled masses yearning to breathe
free, the wretched refuse of your teeming shore. Send these, the homeless, tempest-tost to me.” How these words
remind us of Jesus words today, “Come to me all you who labor...you will find rest for yourselves.”

And to these shores did they come—the Irish, the Italians, the Germans and the French, the Polish and the Scandi-
navians, some Jewish, some Catholic, some Protestant. These people struggled in a “foreign land” but little by
little adapted and made solid contributions to this country—both materially and spiritually!

Perhaps this celebration of our nation’s birth, gives us an opportunity to examine our own modern day attitude to-
ward immigrants. Isn’t it sad to say that many contemporary Americans, despite the fact that they themselves
once were immigrants, have erected “their own statue to represent America, not one holding a beacon of welcome,
but one with hands and arms raised to say to immigrants, “Halt! Go back! We do not want you in our coun-
try!” (Fr. Charles Miller, Sunday Preaching)

We Catholics have an obligation to be good citizens, holding up the best in the values of our country and the Gos-
pel Values of Jesus. This means that we must be welcoming of people of all backgrounds. After all, doesn’t the
name “Catholic” mean “universal”? The church is not limited to any nation or group of people. Jesus opened his
arms on the cross for all men and women. Here is some homework for the week: Let us be aware of any bigotry
and hate this week and in Christian charity do what we can to stop it!

The Gift of Scripture &I St. Paul
The apostolic preaching

The second work written by Luke, the Acts
of the Apostles, takes the story further as the
good news of Jesus is preached ‘in Jerusalem,
in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the
earth’ (Acts 1:8). The account of the dramatic
power of the Holy Spirit at the feast of Pente-
cost announces the birth of the Church. The
speech of Peter is the first of many speeches
in Acts, the focus of them all being the death
and resurrection of Jesus and the conse-
quent call to faith in him. Luke describes
the early community as devoting themselves
‘to the apostles’ teaching and fellowship, to
the breaking of bread and the prayers’ (Acts
2:42). It remains the call of Christ today that,
by fidelity to the word, to the Eucharist and to
prayer, we should live as a community of love
reaching out in mission to the whole world.
After the account of the death of the first
Christian martyr, Stephen, we are introduced
to Saul and his dramatic experience of the
call of Christ on the road to Damascus (Acts
9). Saul, also known as Paul, is the ‘chosen
instrument’ to bring the name of Christ to
the nations (Acts 9:15). Meanwhile Peter too
experiences a vision in which he learns that all
peoples are to be welcomed into the Christian
fold (Acts 10:34-35).

Prayers for the Year of St. Paul

O glorious St. Paul, after persecuting the Church you
became by God’s grace its most zealous apostle. To
carry the knowledge of Jesus, our Divine Savior, to
the uttermost parts of the earth you joyfully endured
prison, scourging, stonings and shipwreck, as well as
all manner of persecutions culminating in the
shedding of the last drop of your blood for our Lord
Jesus Christ.

Obtain for us the grace to labor strenuously to bring
the faith to others and to accept any trials and
tribulations that may come our way. Help us to be
inspired by your Epistles and to partake of your
indomitable love for Jesus, so that after we have
finished our course we may join you praising Him in
heaven for all eternity. Amen

MAY 1-4, 2009

Come experience the Procession and Mass in honor of Our Lady of Fatima and the
birthplace of St. Anthony in Lisbon, Portugal. Then, travel to Spain and visit the Shrine of
Our Lady of Guadalupe at the Franciscan Monastery, then to the walled city of Avila for
Mass at the Monastery founded by St. Teresa, then to Burgos with its grand and impressive cathedral. Then, we
will stop at the enchanted city of Segovia and celebrate Mass in the birthplace of St. Ignatius of Loyola. After
some fun and relaxation on the beach in the sophisticated city of San Sebastian, we travel over the Pyrenees to
Lourdes, France and take part in the evening candlelight procession and Blessing of the Sick. After our visit to
the Grotto of Our Lady of Lourdes, we head north on the TGV Eurostar train through the French countryside to
Paris. After checking into our Paris hotel, we will then take a beautiful night tour of Paris, “The City of Light”.
This ends the first portion of the pilgrimage. For those who are interested in extending their stay, there is an
additional four day pilgrimage in Paris and Chartres. This extension will include the Chapel of the Miraculous
Medal, the Tomb of St. Vincent de Paul, the Louvre, Sacre-Coeur, the Eiffel Tower, Sainte Chapelle and many
other beautiful sites. The high point of the pilgrimage will be a Solemn Sunday Mass at Notre Dame Cathedral!
The first portion of the pilgrimage is 15 days—April 17--May 1st, 2009. The complete tour is 18 days ending on
May 4™, 2009. The cost is $3,980 or $4.680 with the extension. If you are interested in the pilgrimage, or have
questions, please call Fr.
